Amateur Radio Emergency Service/Auxiliary Communications System

Note for Net Controls: Because there are operators who use cross-band stations to participate in our nets, it is important for the Net Control to take breaks to allow the repeater to tail out, i.e., Unkey; pause, let the repeater drop out.  This will allow those who use cross-band stations opportunities to break in.

Please read the following announcement on the air at about 1955 hours:
